v’ Deadline for entry forms is July 16. Fax entry form to 517-335-0950 and
send your check along with a copy of your entry form, or fax the entry form
and pay with credit card using the enclosed Credit Card Payment Form. If
you mail the entry form, it must be received (not postmarked) by July 16.

v All wine must be delivered between July 12 and July 22.
Be sure to ship your wines so they are received by July 22.

v Do not send labels. If your wine wins an advanced award, Karel Bush will
contact you after the competition for labels we will use for promotional
purposes throughout the year.

v’ Late Harvest and Ice Wines are presented to judges in separate flights. If
you would like your wine judged along with other Late Harvest or Ice
Wines, and it meets TTB label requirements for these specialty wines, check
the appropriate box on the entry form.
